DENVER TEACHING RESIDENCY PROGRAM

The Denver Teaching Residency Program (DTR) is a joint
program of the Denver Public Schools and the Denver
University. It is aimed at recruiting teachers for Denver’s
public schools, K-12. Any person with a Bachelor’s degree
or those who will be graduating this year are eligible to
apply. Those accepted into the program will do a year of
teaching residency at a DPS school and complete their
educational course work. After the first year, they will
graduate with a Master’s Degree in Education from DU
and be assigned to teach for four years at a Denver
public school. If they complete the four years of teaching,
their tuition will be paid in full by the residency program.
Application deadline for this fall's candidates is March 19,
but candidates can apply at any time for future
enrollment.
